Accompanying the exhibition will be a full colour catalogue, designed by Ben Javens and featuring photography by Rory Buckland, and an album titled ‘Binary Oppositions’, released by independent record label ‘Static Caravan’. The 21 track compilation features music ranging from electronica to folk music. Artists include Broadcast, Pram, Modified Toy Orchestra, Magnétophone, Mike in Mono, Micronormous, Seeland, Misty's Big Adventure, doTb and Shady Bard. Both catalogue and album have been published in a limited edition of 500 copies and will be available for purchase throughout the event.
